About the conference:

What are we learning from a Health Promoting Schools Approach that can help improve the overall health outcomes of our children and youth?  The purpose of this conference is to bring together individuals that have a vested interest in the assessment, planning and implementation of a Health Promoting Schools Approach.  The focus of this two- day event is to share Promising Practices and to acquire knowledge and information by networking with colleagues from across Canada.

All presenters are expected to register for the conference (this includes a responsibility of each presenter to pay for the conference).  There will be approximately 20 concurrent sessions offered over the two-day conference.  Individuals are invited to submit proposals that fit into the identified streams.  Session proposals will be selected to ensure a balance of informative, interactive and research-based presentations.  All sessions are 75 minutes in length.  Submissions less than 75 minutes will be considered and the session time will be split with another presenter.  

Criteria for each session:

· Sessions are encouraged to include interaction and participant involvement.
· Presenters will share promising practices within each area.
· A variety of presentation/facilitation methods should be incorporated.
· Presenters will reference the relationship with at least one of the four “E’s” of Ever Active Schools and PHE Canada OR will reference another applicable relationship (see below).

The 4 E’s of Ever Active Schools and PHE Canada include:

· Education: Supporting a culture of learning for all school community members including wellness-related programs for students and health promotion learning opportunities for teachers, staff and parents.
· Environment: Fostering safe social and physical environments in the school, home and community.  Implementing policies that enable healthy, active lifestyles and cultivating a place where everyone knows they belong.
· Everyone: Collaborating in a meaningful way with the people involved in the everyday life of the school and equal and inclusive opportunities for everyone to make healthy choices.
· Evidence: Collaboratively identifying goals, planning for action and gathering information to indicate the effectiveness of actions to support healthy, active lifestyles throughout the school community.
Another way to look at the Health Promoting Schools framework is as follows:  

· Social and Physical Environment

· Teaching and Learning

· Healthy School Policy

· Partnerships and Services

PRESENTATIONS ARE REQUESTED IN THE FOLLOWING AREAS:

A. Partnerships: Sessions will communicate how: 


i. External partners work to support a Health Promoting Schools Approach



ii. Schools build relationships with external partners to support a Health Promoting Schools’ 

initiative.  (Home, School/District/Division/Board, Community).

B. Vulnerable Populations: Presenters will identify the population and why it is considered vulnerable.  Participants will be informed of the trends within the population; ie., attendance, dropout and graduation rates, health issues and how they relate to the school environment.  Share promising practices or give applicable statistics that will positively affect change in that particular population (Aboriginal, Low-Socio-Economic Status, New Canadian/Immigrant).

C. Delivery/Implementation:  These sessions will inform participants about ‘what’s happening’ at the various levels of Health Promoting Schools.  Participants will leave with ideas of how they can connect and implement a Health Promoting Schools Approach at each level  (School, District/Division/Board, Regional, Government).

D. Evaluation/Research:  Presenters will focus on informing participants of the qualitative and/or quantitative evidence that demonstrates success in promoting healthy schools.
